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Title:   "How To Prepare" 
 
The way you lead your small group Bible Study will have a great impact on the spiritual 
progress and enjoyment of the rest of the group. For this reason, you should thoroughly 
prepare every time you lead. Being prepared physically, emotionally, and spiritually will 
help you lead the group effectively. 
 
Begin early in the week to lead effectively by doing your weekly lesson as a student. 
When you have completed the lesson, look at the answers in the back carefully, 
comparing your answers with the Leader’s Guide. Write in your weekly lesson any 
portion of the Leader’s Guide answer you missed. You need to know all the answers for 
each question thoroughly so you can listen to the class and know (by just listening) if 
they really all get the right answers. DON’T LET THEM GET ONLY THE OBVIOUS 
ANSWERS. It is your job to help them get the ones they missed. It is often the answers 
that are not obvious that will change their lives and deepen their commitment to study 
God’s Word.
